Swine Flu

A child in our Year Five is currently being treated with Tamiflu for suspected Swine Flu.  Do not panic , if we suspect your child is displaying symptoms we will contact you.

You will probably be aware that the government has moved from containment of the virus to a treatment phase.  Current advice is that if you suspect a family member has swine flu either:- phone your G.P. (do not visit), use the on-line NHS flu symptom checker or phone the information line on 08001513513.

What can you do?

Help your child’s childminder, nursery, pre-school group, school or out-of-school club by making sure they have up to date contact details for you: your address, telephone numbers (home, work and mobile) and email as appropriate.

They will need to get in touch with you if there is a case of flu among the children, or they suspect the children may be at risk.

Also make sure that your child:

· uses soap and water when washing their hands

· covers their mouth when coughing or sneezing (with a tissue, not with their hands)

· throws dirty tissues away quickly into bins

Following these simple precautions will help slow the spread of the virus.

There are no plans for closing the school.  We are taking sensible recommended personal hygiene measures and will keep you up to date of any further developments.
