Block A2- counting, partitioning and calculating


Present solutions to puzzles and problems in an organised way; 


Read and write two-digit and three-digit numbers in figures and words


Recognise odd and even numbers


Count up to 100 objects

Estimate a number of objects; round two-digit numbers to the nearest 10

Block B2- securing number facts and understanding shape


Describe patterns and relationships involving numbers or shapes 


Solve problems in contexts of numbers, measures or pounds and pence


Know number bonds to 10 and 20.


Know doubles of all numbers to 20, and the corresponding halves


Use knowledge of number facts and operations to estimate and check answers to calculations
