Unit 2 Instructions

Unit 3 Information Texts


Research teeth and eating using a variety of texts and reference materials.  Decide how to present information.  Read and evaluate persuasive texts.  


Unit 3  Poetry- Language play


Read, discuss and analyse a range of poems that play with language including; puns, riddles, nonsense verse, cautionary poems, word games, word puzzles, etc.  The children will perform some of their favourite poems.  Children will write their own poetry based on examples read.  


Spelling


Investigate how words change when ‘er’ and ‘est’ are added.. Adding ‘y’’.  Identify the basic rules for changing the spelling of nouns when s is added.  Spell and read words with silent letters. To recognise and generate compound words.  Spell words with common suffixes ly, ful, less.  To use knowledge of suffixes to generate new words from root words.  To use apostrophes to spell shortened forms of words.


Grammar


To understand the differences between verbs in the 1st, 2nd and 3rd person.


To experiment with deleting words in sentences to see which are essential to retain meaning. Understand the function of adjectives within sentences. to extend knowledge and understanding of pluralisation. Investigate uses of capitalisation from reading, eg names, headings, special emphasis, new lines in poetry.

Derive and recall multiplication facts for the 2, 3, 4, 5, 6 and 10 times tables & corresponding division facts.
