Dear Parent / Carer,
The Governors and I are extremely disappointed that despite repeated requests a number of families continue to use the school car park. This is a private car park and should only be used by staff and official visitors to school.  It should not be used at anytime by parents/carers. 
A number of staff have been verbally abused whilst trying to resolve the issue, something which the Governors will not tolerate. Taking this into account and also the increasing risk to safety, the Governors have decided they have no alternative but to employ a security guard .The cost of this will have to be met by our school budget, money which is set aside for resources for our children.

No access to the car park will be permitted by parents or carers at any time.  

We are aware that several families are in receipt of a ‘Blue Badge’. However, it has been recognised that often there is another adult present who could walk into school to drop/collect the child, therefore it is unnecessary to access the school grounds by car.
If you are a holder of a `Blue Badge` and feel you have a valid reason for accessing the car park please make an appointment to see Mrs Stephenson to discuss this matter further.  From Monday 31st October, 2011, the security guard will not allow any access into the school grounds unless prior permisson has been granted.
We do offer a walking bus, leaving from the shops at Allerdene.  There is a large car park behind these shops where parents would be able to park safely.  If you would like further information please contact the school office.
Like us, I am sure the parents who never use the car park will be disappointed that school funds are being used for this purpose. However the staff and Governors feel strongly that safety is paramount.
