Harlow Green Community Primary School is a two -
form entry school and, as such, we have a Nursery

and two Reception classes  Altogether, we can
support up to 112 children aged 3-5 years old.

OurNurseryis scheduledrom Mondayto Fridaywith childrenattending

for 5 morning or 5 afternoon sessionsor, if eligible,5 full day sessions

(the full weekmustbe taken)

Thereare 52 placesavailablein our Nurserywhich is organisedinto 26
morning and 26 afternoon places EachNurserysessionis three hours
long with morning sessionsscheduledfrom 8.45am until 11.45am and
afternoonsessiond.2.30pm until 3.30pm.

Familieswvho are eligiblefor 30 hoursprovisionmaytake up this offer at
our schoolattending8.45amuntil 3.30pm eachday.

Doorsopenat 8.45am for Receptionclassego beginat 9.00am with the
end of the day being 3.20pm, Monday to Friday There are 60 places
availablewithin Reception

Staffing Levels in Early Years

Within Nurseryand Receptionthe ratio of adultsto childrenisincreased
in comparisonto K and K& due to the developmentalneedsof our
youngest pupils  We believe that quality interaction with adults is
essentiain supportingchildrenwho are at the earlydevelopmentstage

NurseryStaff

Unlike private childcarenurseries our Nurseryclassis led by a qualified
teacher Ourteacheris supportedby a Levet3 TeachingAssistantalong
with an apprentice TeachingAssistantto increasethe adult to pupil
ratio.

ReceptionStaff

As children move into full time educationin Reception,the children
move into one larger room staffed by two teachersand two Teaching
Assistants The staff will be assignedas key adultsto children, but all
will be involvedin their supportduringthe workingday.

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School Uniform

MessyPlay

Our children will get messy! Although it is important that children

painting and creative activities, and also for usingthe mud kitchen
Throughoutthe day staff encouragechildrento keepthemselvesclean
anddry but accidentsdo happensopleasebearthisin mind.

NamingProperty

When a child has misplacedan item of clothing, it can be very
challengingfor staff to locateit if it hasnot beenlabelledwith their
name  Parents/carersshould ensure that all uniform is clearly
labelledwith the O K A riaiReftkis includesshoes

Shoes

In Early Years,we strongly encourage children to become more
independentin terms of dressingthemselves,and for some children
shoescan be a little bit tricky. Childrenneedto be able to change
their shoesindependentlyfor P.E and for outdoor activities where
wellies are needed It is important that children can unfasten and
refastentheir schoolshoeswithout needingmuch help; black Velcro
fasteningshoesare oftenthe best Trainersare not permitted.
